DAF – MT

The Dutch Aircushion vehicle Factory’s Military all Terrain vehicle is a commercial success and has been for the last thirty years. It is the main staff, liaison and logistical vehicle and prime mover for most smaller nations in Africa, India, Europe and is being sold in South America.

In the off world colonies the vehicle is used by many settlers and companies because of its long range and durability and large payload. The DAF-MT is also used by many mining and oil companies, fire brigades, rescue units and such.

The layout of the MT is classic, cab over engine, intake up front, collapsible windscreen. The cabin comes in both a soft and hardtop. The soft top is made out of canvas and has canvas or metal doors. The hardtop is all made out of metal and hard plastics.

Most engines have the same hydrogen turbine engine now, delivering 0.8MW. This is capable of limited jumpjet use with nozzles housed inside the plenum chamber. For use in dusty terrain a large particle separator is used in front of the intake with additional pressured intake capability for use in hot and high environments. This is done by extra compressors which are built into the particle separators.
The standard vehicle comes with a hundred litre fresh water tank, four extra hydrogen carriers and a pulling hook that takes no less than six thousand kilos. Extra optional equipment includes long range fuel tanks giving a range of 34 hours of continuous running and a 200 litre drinking water tank. Another option is a winch pulling 8000 kilos. This winch is mounted on the front of the vehicle and doesn’t interfere with the hot & high filters and compressors. 

The military version is usually armed with a LMG on a pintle mount or a HMG or light plasma cannon on a ring mount or remote weapon station. Both mounts can be installed over the passenger or rear seats. The load space is capable of carrying a large variety of radar, shelter or weapons systems like mortars, ATGW’s, SAM’s. Though the DAF-MT is not a combat vehicle it can –and is- used to bring weapon systems into position. 

All DAF-MT series vehicles are easily carried in VTOL’s or medium tiltrotors. The military versions used by Air Assault units are strengthened to be deployed by parachute or LAPES. Fittings to mount the vehicle on a sled are built into the plenum chamber for this and the engine mountings are reinforces as well.

The logistical version of the DAF-MT is longer than the regular MT and has a heavier load area and engine. The MT logistic version has 1,1MW and a larger fuel tankage to cope with the larger consumption.
