Background and Context

The Local Transport Plan (LTP) sets out the
transport strategy for Warwickshire and
outlines a programme of transport schemes
and initiatives to be delivered over the short
to medium term. Targets are set within the
Plan so that progress towards meeting the
strategy objectives can be measured.

The Plan covers all modes of transport -
including walking, cycling, public transport,
car based travel and freight - and the effect
of transport on the economy, environment
and social inclusion.

The first Local Transport Plan for
Warwickshire was published in 2000, which
was followed by a second plan in 2006. This
covers the period up to 2011.

Nine years on, the sustained level of
investment in local transport has helped to
improve travel choices and standards,
bringing about an improved quality of life for
Warwickshire residents, businesses and
visitors. Achievements include:

¢ the opening of new parkway stations at
Warwick and Coleshill;

e the construction of Barford Bypass and
considerable progress towards the
delivery of the Rugby Western Relief
Road;

e completion of the Nuneaton
Development Project and town centre
improvements within Leamington Spa;

e the opening of Stratford Park and Ride;

e asignificant reduction in the numbers of
people killed or seriously injured on
Warwickshire’s roads;

e the opening of Warwick bus station; and
the construction of a number of cycle
routes across the County.

We are now starting to review the second
LTP so that an updated version can be
published in April 2011.
