The Spirit of God
cannot be trans-
ferred from one
fallen human to
another, whereas
the TE spirit is
transferable. Like-
wise, God’s Spirit
is omnipresent and
does not need to
visit geographic
locations, unlike
the TE. Biblically,
unholy spirits are
transferable (1
Tim. 5:22), and
move geographic-
ally (Job 4:15).

Some recipients of
Toronto have been
known to laugh at
godly statements,
even interrupting
the reading of
God’s Word and
laughing at its
contents. Aside
from the fact that
some of the laugh-
ter is mocking or
in the form of a
‘cackle’, such
behaviour is dem-
onic, not godly
(Job 12:1,4; Matt.
9:23-24).

All 6 entries are indicative of demonic activity,
strongly suggesting that the cause was Lucifer

All 6 entries point to the New Age or Babylon,
strongly suggesting that the cause was Lucifer

Identical manif-
estations are seen
in Babylonian
religions (e.g.
Hinduism), but
there is no proper
support for them in
Scripture. (I am
not including con-
trollable manifest-
ations like tongues
here. Besides,
some Babylonian
religions also see
tongues, and some
TE tongues have
been translated as
demonic curses.*)

Leaders are very
confusing about
‘Toronto’, and
many people have
described feeling
confused after
receiving the TE.
Biblically, rel-
igious confusion
derives from
Babylon and, like
all the other TE
manifestations, is
listed in Scripture
as judgment on
apostate Babylon
(Jer. 51:37-39, 47,
57-58 etc).’
