I am the technical director of "Cameo Network Services Ltd." who specialise in network design, configuration and support services.  My duties are split almost equally between training and systems related work.

Training

My training role involves me in the design and presentation of network courses to computer support staff. So far I have presented around 250 courses covering PC hardware configuration and support, DOS, Windows 3.1, Microsoft NT 4.0 Administration and underlying technology, administering and optimising "NetWare" servers (versions 3.x, 4.x and 5.x), internetworking (repeaters, bridges and routers) and TCP/IP. Of these around one quarter have been presented using "in house" notes to Cameo's own customers, the remainder using authorised Novell and Microsoft materials on behalf of an authorised training centre. Both Novell and Microsoft certify me as an instructor.

Systems

My systems duties are varied, covering areas such as network design, PC workstation and server installation, memory, disk and motherboard upgrades, troubleshooting and offering telephone support to customers. I am required to be able to design and implement NT and NetWare systems supporting mixed DOS/Windows 3.11, Windows 95/98, Macintosh, UNIX environments, running TCP/IP, IPX/SPX and NetBEUI protocols and communicating over Kilostream and ISDN circuits. I have implemented Internet gateways on NetWare 3.12 and 4.x servers and also under NT.  The Internet gateway enables users to browse the web and send/receive E-mail to and from the Internet from their desktop via the NetWare or NT server. A major part of my systems role involves troubleshooting network problems relating to performance, resilience, and malfunctioning services (Print, E-mail, Communications, Backup etc.).

I enjoy my job because it gives me the opportunity to learn my subject thoroughly enough to present confidently to "expert" audiences but is complemented by the practical "hands on" experience where the theory is applied to real working systems.
