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COMPTON PRE-SCHOOL PLAYGROUP POLICY STATEMENT �





Welcome to Compton Playgroup! In this booklet we have tried to cover all the aspects of how Playgroup functions and hope that you will find it informative and helpful. 





Prospective parents are always welcome to visit Playgroup before committing themselves to a place for their child. A telephone call during session times Monday to Fridays 9.00 to 12.30, is all that is needed. Our telephone number is (01635) 579171.





We run Playgroup each morning, Monday to Friday, from 9.30 to 12.00. Monday is reserved for rising five’s (age 4+), and is intended to help prepare the child for starting school. The other days are for any child age 3 to 5. One parent helper is required for each normal session, which reduces costs and gives parents a useful insight into how Playgroup functions (plus the children like it - particularly if its mum or dad). The cost per session is at present £3.50 for the 3-4 year olds, while 4+ year olds are usually covered by government funding. We are hoping to start a lunch club in January 2000 for the rising five’s, which will cost an additional £2.00 per session to cover staff costs.





In addition we run a toddlers session every Tuesday from 1.00 to 2.30 p.m. for children under three (their older pre-school brothers and sisters may attend as well). Mums and dads are all welcome, with coffee and tea (or the kiddies squash) being available. Toddlers runs throughout Playgroup term time. The first visit is free, and thereafter there is a small charge (around £1) per session, with any second child at a reduced rate.

HISTORY





Compton Playgroup was formed in 1968 by a group of local parents who saw a need for a parent-run child care facility. Compton at this time was a fast growing community  with many young families so Playgroup proved to be very important and popular right from the start. 





COMMUNITY LINKS





Compton Playgroup has a very good relationship with the local primary school (Compton Church of England Primary School). Children frequently visit the school via Playgroup before they actually start school. Parents from Playgroup are invited periodically to talks at the school or at Playgroup on the preparation needed for school etc. We aim to foster good links with the community as a whole and will arrange visits to Playgroup by the local policeman etc.





In March 1995, Compton Playgroup  became one of the first 10 Playgroups in Berkshire to achieve P.S.L.A. National Accredited status.  In order to achieve this we had to meet their very high standards, not only in the care and activities provided for the children, but also in the management of the group, financial management, staff recruitment and employment and in the standards of the facilities that we have at the Children’s Centre.  These standards were checked every year and the status is re-assessed every 3 years to ensure that the standards are maintained. Compton Playgroup was a member of the Pre-School Learning Alliance and our P.S.L.A. registration number was 26103/56778. 





As a member of the P.S.L.A. we had a trained fieldworker assigned to our Playgroup who offered advice, sorted out any problems, helped us to apply for grants and loans us library books and toys from the toy library. She was our link with the P.S.L.A. The local branch of the P.S.L.A. (Newbury and District Sub-Committee) organised training courses for staff and parents, represented us on the Berkshire County Committee, organised grants from the local council and set up a fun day. However since the cost of registration is very high, we dropped out of the scheme in 1999, as both Playgroup staff and management committee felt the money could be better spent elsewhere.





Our insurers are the Sun Alliance Group and a copy of the insurance certificate is displayed on the notice board. We are also a registered Charity our number is 1031316.





This Playgroup is registered with Social Services and is inspected annually by them. They make sure we are complying with the guidelines issued by them as stated in the Children's Act. Prior notice of this inspection is given to the group and parents are welcome to be present. A copy of the certificate is displayed on the notice board.





In anticipation of us becoming an P.S.L.A Accredited Group, we were also invited in December 1994 to participate in the Downland’s Project Pilot Scheme.  This scheme was set up by Berkshire Education Authority to address the problems of providing nursery schools and classes in remote rural areas.  The scheme wanted to test the feasibility of providing pre-school education through Accredited Playgroups which already had good links with their primary school.  It aimed to increase the contact between the teachers and Playgroup staff, to provide educational input into Playgroup activities - particularly for the four year olds as they prepared to start school, and to subsidise the cost of Playgroup sessions for the parents.  The scheme ran initially for one term from Jan-Easter 1995 and was found to be so beneficial for the children that it was continued until the Nursery Education Voucher Scheme began in April 1997.





With the introduction of government funding for 4 year olds, we are now regularly assessed by independent OFFSTED inspectors, who ensure that are Playgroup is run to a high enough standard to warrant further government funds. In 1997 we had a very successful assessment, with only relatively minor comments to be addressed. Further reassessment was deemed necessary only in the following 2-4 years (the best possible outcome for us). The next OFFSTED review is due on the 13th/14th December 1999. 








AIMS OF PLAYGROUP:





Compton Playgroup operates an equal opportunities policy which is applicable to all staff, parents/carers and children. Our Playgroup's facilities are available to everyone, regardless of their religious persuasion, ethnic origin, disability or gender.





Our main aim is:





To provide learning experiences through structured play for all children within the group and with the involvement of parents in all aspects of Playgroup.





We hope to achieve this by:





Encouraging children to share toys and activities and play with other children.





Enabling children to trust new adults and accept new situations.





Allowing children to experiment with various material and activities.





Encouraging the development of language skills and building on his/her self esteem.





Helping children to work things out and do things for themselves.





Promoting an environment where learning is free from prejudice and without discrimination.





Introducing a more structured learning situation with the rising fives prior to starting school

ADMISSIONS





Compton Playgroup is open to all families within Compton and the surrounding area.


We have an Enrolment Officer who liaises with families to introduce Playgroup and arrange visits.





Compton Playgroup is registered to take a maximum of 20 children. Should the sessions be running full, then spaces will be allocated by date of birth. The children are placed on a waiting list and are admitted to Playgroup when they are 3 years old. Earlier visits to our Toddlers sessions provide an excellent introduction to the children’s room and facilities. The child plus their carer are invited for 3 visits prior to starting and carers may stay with their child for as long afterwards as they feel necessary to ensure that the child has settled in. We expect all children to be clean and dry before starting at Playgroup.





We believe that all children are special but recognise that some have more specialised needs and consider the admission and integration of children with disabilities or learning difficulties to be a priority. A copy of our objectives for the integration of children with special needs is available at the end of this booklet. For further details please see our special needs co-ordinator, Cathy Hawkins.





Half a term’s notice is required in lieu of leaving Playgroup unless the child is leaving for school. If this is not given, then half a term's fees will be required in lieu of notice.








FEES





Playgroup fees are fixed by the committee and are subject to change. Normally over 4’s fees are met by government funding (five sessions per week). Please contact a member of staff or committee for the current charges.





Compton Playgroup is a non-profit making organisation. The fees are used to cover staff salaries, rent and heating, some art and craft materials, and the petty cash only. Additional art and craft materials, paper and replacement toys are bought with money ‘fund raised’ throughout the year.





The fees can be paid to the committee member in attendance each morning before each session begins. See our notice board for the committee rota. Bills are issued at the beginning of each 1/2 term and are expected to be settled within 3 weeks. Fees are payable whether the child attends a session or not (e.g. he/she may be absent due to illness, holiday etc.), as the place cannot be refilled and the rent plus staff still needs to be paid. Any difficulties with payment can be discussed with the Treasurer or any committee member in the strictest confidence. Any cheques that are sent back to Playgroup for any reason will be not be represented and parents will be required to pay the amount plus any charges Playgroup has accrued in cash.

PARENT HELP ROTA





Compton Playgroup operates a parent help rota. This requires a parent / carer to be present at every normal session (excluding Mondays rising fives session). This helps us to maintain our adult:child ratio and also has the advantage that it gives the parent/carer an insight into what the child does at Playgroup. Once your child is settled at Playgroup you will be asked to add your name to the rota. A notice is posted on the main board a 1/2 term in advance so parents/carers can put their name against the day they want.  If you cannot attend on the day you have volunteered please give us at least two days notice so that we can fill the place with another helper. As most sessions are filled to our permitted maximum number of children, we cannot run a normal Playgroup session without the aid of a parent helper.  








KEEPING RECORDS





It is a statutory requirement that full details of all the children attending Playgroup are kept. Initially details are recorded on the registration form and are transferred to the record cards and register held within Playgroup. A record of daily attendance of the children, staff and visitors is completed at the beginning of each session.





Children's records which are kept in confidence are:





Full names and addresses and telephone numbers of parents and children.





Child's date of birth.





Records of immunisations, allergies and any other significant health information.





Parents place of employment, where applicable, and telephone numbers.





The principal telephone number to contact in case of an emergency.





Name and address of the family doctor.





To enable our staff to provide the best and most appropriate care and activities for your child, we welcome any additional information that you might choose to give (e.g. religious persuasion, dietary information, family background). Such information will, of course, be kept confidential.





To comply with the requirements of the Children's Act which states that parents should be kept informed of their child's activities details of weekly themes are posted on the Playgroup door. Details are also given in the newsletters produced each half term and ideas/contributions from parents and carers are always welcomed.





Our supervisor is available for an informal chat during or, preferably, after each session and any specific problems can be discussed with the supervisor in strict confidence. We have also adopted a “keyworker” scheme whereby one member of staff will take a particular interest in how your child is doing at Playgroup. Please feel able to discuss any matters which arise with your appointed keyworker. Also, in order to help your child to reach his/her full potential, staff will observe and record how your child develops at Playgroup. These records belong to you and are kept confidential.





CHILDREN AT " WORK"





The freedom to play and the need for regular routines form an essential part of the development of our children. The supervisor and staff at Compton Playgroup therefore run a flexible session plan which integrates free play with group activities. The children are generally allowed a few minutes to settle in before they sit down together for the register. A period of individual and group activities follows, after which the children are all offered some refreshment to "charge up their batteries". This is a social time when children can sit together and refreshments are available until all children who want to have had some. Further free play follows which includes (weather permitting) outdoor playtime, before the children are asked to sit together for a story, chat, rhymes or songs before going home.





The activities at Playgroup are designed to encourage children to explore and learn from different materials, such as water, paint, glue and modelling materials. Whilst overalls are provided, children can get messy, so please dress your child so that he/she feels comfortable, in some easily washed clothes.





Confidence also comes from being able to do things for yourself. Please make sure all his/her fastenings are simple so that he/she will quickly learn to go to the toilet by himself/herself and put on his/her coat. 





It is important that children learn for themselves at their own pace, so we support and encourage, but resist the temptation to be over helpful. 





Below you can read about some of the things that he/she will be able to do at most Compton Playgroup sessions:





PAINTING AND DRAWING: Children paint freely and choose their colours, and are not limited in the number of paintings they do. There are paints and large sheets of paper and easels. They are not shown how to paint and at first children may simply wish to cover the paper with colour. When they have had a great deal of experience with that, they may begin to paint and draw houses and people. They should not be urged to reach this stage too quickly.





WATER: Children find this fascinating, and they need not get soaked in the process. Plastic aprons are provided. Play can be experimental - studying what the water does when it is poured, splashed or dripped. In using sand and water children can gain ideas about weight and volume. 





SAND: Dry sand, like water is soothing. Wet sand can be moulded and controlled. Very wet sand can be squeezed and squashed..... most children welcome and need the opportunity to be messy in some way.





DOUGH: Depending on the recipe used, dough can be stretchy or pliable or crumbly, but the different properties it demonstrates encourage the children to experiment and use their sense of touch. Playing with dough can be a group activity or it can be enjoyed by one child on his/her own. All that is necessary for good dough play is a plentiful supply of dough and the freedom and time to explore its possibilities.





JUNK AND COLLAGE: These cutting and glueing activities may be messy but they give children the opportunity to experiment. They help children to learn about shapes, textures and colours and the end result may not look much to the adult but it is the fun and experience that the child has had creating his "masterpiece" that is really important.





BOOKS: Books with stories and pictures that they will understand and enjoy are available for them to look at and handle, and for adults to read and talk about. Enjoying books in this way will foster the growth of their imagination and develop in them a love of language that will encourage them to want to read themselves later on.





MUSIC: At Playgroup we offer opportunities to share in the enjoyment of singing, movement, reciting rhymes and finger play. Everyday sounds are a vital part of the young child's world and he/she is encouraged to explore sounds, to listen, and to experiment.





HOME CORNER: This is an area set aside in Playgroup to give a cosy, homely feeling without being shut-off completely from the rest of the activities. Various props and items of furniture together with dressing-up clothes of the right size are arranged there. By acting out imaginary situations based on real life, the children can begin to explore and understand their own emotions, and have some insight into other people's feelings and behaviour.





CLIMBING FRAMES, BOXES AND PLANKS: Children need the challenge, daring and joy of running, jumping, climbing, balancing, throwing and perhaps catching. Playgroup tries to provide an environment in which children's physical needs can be fully extended rather than surpressed. By using these and other physical play equipment children not only strengthen their muscles and learn control over their bodies, but also develop the skills of judgement and decision making.





OTHER ACTIVITIES: Other activities available during the session are construction toys, train sets, outside play ride-on toys, jigsaws and table top puzzles and cars and roadways. We try to provide activities, toys and equipment which are available to ALL children and which depict positive images of both genders, old and young people, from all ethnic and cultural backgrounds, with and without disabilities.








RULES AND REGULATIONS / HEALTH AND SAFETY





In accordance with the Children's Act 1989, Playgroup has to comply with 


certain regulations. The health, safety and welfare of everyone in the group is paramount at all times. 





Violent behaviour (e.g. kicking, smacking, biting) and use of abusive language are NOT acceptable at Playgroup. Neither is the use of, or reference to, guns. In the interests of safety, children will not be allowed to run indoors or to throw toys, neither will they be permitted to climb the fence when outdoors. Children will be encouraged to share and take turns with toys and to sit down at a table with staff and other children when eating and drinking. Children will be encouraged to listen to the adults and to follow the rules whilst at Playgroup.





The promotion of positive behaviour, through non-violent means, is important as this will help develop the child's sense of right and wrong. Corporal punishment is illegal.








HEALTH AND HYGIENE





As a health and safety measure, all children should be toilet trained before starting Playgroup. If children require assistance when going to the toilet only a police checked member of staff may accompany them unless he/she is your own child. Please dress your child so as to make it easy for them to be as independent as possible. Basic hygiene rules are observed and enforced by the staff. All Playgroup staff and children wash their hands after using the toilet facilities and before eating or drinking.





A child must not attend Playgroup if he/she has an infectious disease and the recommended  exclusion period should be enforced. (See information sheet at the end of this booklet). Where possible Playgroup should be informed as to why a child is away particularly in the case of German Measles (Rubella). Parents will be informed of reported cases of all infectious diseases.





In the case of sickness and/or diarrhoea a child must not be brought to Playgroup until at least 24 hours after the condition has stopped and the child is fully fit. In the advent of finding head lice please start dealing with the problem before returning your child to Playgroup, and inform Playgroup staff as other children are likely to be affected. Ask a pharmacist to advise on the latest possible treatments. Allergies or past major illnesses should be reported to Playgroup via the enrolment form. Parents/carers will be informed of any persistent problems brought to the attention of Playgroup e.g. headlice.





Drugs and medicines can only be given in exceptional circumstances where treatment has been prescribed by the child's doctor. Written consent and full instructions must be provided by the parents. A written record of drugs administered will be completed by a second member of staff. First aid materials are available and a qualified first aider is always present within the group. All staff have basic first aid training, and have been trained to deal with spillage of blood and other bodily fluids in a safe way at all times to avoid the risk of cross infection. 








SAFETY





Everyone at Playgroup is responsible for safety when at Playgroup, therefore:





Parents are asked not to send their child to Playgroup with sweets etc. Not only is there the risk of the child choking whilst playing, but sharing sweets can be particularly dangerous.





Smoking is not permitted in the Playgroup room.





Children are not permitted in the kitchen area.





Sun hats are to be provided, and sun screen applied to your child, prior to any sessions during hot weather, particularly if the session involves an outing to an area beyond the Playgroup building. 





There will be a fire practice every half term. The fire evacuation procedure is displayed on the notice board.





Parents/carers are asked to bring any hazards or problems with equipment to the attention of the staff or committee.





Arrivals/Departures: car parking is available in Burrell Road and to the rear of the Village Hall. Children should be brought to the Children's Centre and only released into the care of the supervisor/staff who will record their arrival. At the end of each session, children should be collected directly from the Children's Centre and parents/carers should advise staff (preferably in writing) if someone else is collecting their child. Playgroup cannot be held responsible for any accident/injury to any child before or after any Playgroup session.





Any accident involving children, however minor, will be reported to the parent/carer who collects the child. Details of all accidents will be entered in the accident book and the parent/carer is are asked to countersign that they have been informed.





Only minor accidents will be treated in Playgroup. More serious accidents will be taken to hospital/doctors and parents immediately informed (after the emergency services).








PARENTAL INVOLVEMENT





Parents/carers are always welcome to contribute to our Playgroup and its activities. You might have talents/hobbies that you could bring to Playgroup (singing, dancing, cooking, woodwork, storytelling... who knows!) and children love seeing their parents at Playgroup. We try to provide as much information as possible via the notice board and newsletters and any comments can be directed to the staff or any committee member. In addition we now have a web site at:

Parents are invited to attend various meetings (especially our A.G.M.) and, via the P.S.L.A., have the opportunity to join in a range of activities including training/courses. Details can be found in the Link Magazine on the notice board, in the P.S.L.A. publications on the book-rack inside the door or via the Playgroup Secretary.





Should you ever have cause to complain about our Playgroup, then grievances should be directed to the Committee Chairman. The Chairman will discuss with the committee and persons involved and will deal with the complaint accordingly. Any action resulting from a complaint will be reported back to the original source.

THE PLAYGROUP COMMITTEE





Playgroup belongs to the families that use it and they are responsible for the way it is organised and for the fund-raising events. The committee is elected annually by the families to do this work on their behalf. It is essential that there is a committee of parents/carers who are interested in maintaining a successful Playgroup for the benefit of their children and who are prepared to give their time to achieve this.





Compton Playgroup has its A.G.M. in Autumn when a new committee is elected. We can co-opt onto the committee 4 new members throughout the year. We hold meetings about 8 times a year for a couple of hours and informal meetings just before big fund-raising events. We also meet socially perhaps after a meeting and we have a Christmas Dinner outing. Would you like to join the committee? Playgroup cannot function without one so please help if you can. The larger the committee, the easier the distribution of work.








STAFF AND RECRUITMENT





At Compton Playgroup we maintain an adult:child ratio of 1:5 and each session is led by a qualified leader.





Compton Playgroup is an Equal Opportunities Employer. Vacancies are advertised locally and in the press and applications are welcomed from all sections of the community regardless of race, background, gender or disability. Staff are only appointed after an interview and once various legal requirements have been satisfied.





We are committed to the ongoing training of our staff and encourage all staff to participate in the courses offered by the local branch of the P.S.L.A.








FUND-RAISING





The committee who are elected annually always welcome any new ideas you may have about how to raise more money. There are a number of regular fund-raising events such as the Christmas Bazaar, Summer Fete, Jumble Sales and a sponsored collection.





Help from parents is very important; please support all fund-raising events and encourage friends, neighbours and relatives to join in too.








CONCLUSION





Thank you for taking the time to read Compton Playgroup's Policy Statement. Compton Pre-school Playgroup Equal Opportunities Policy





Equal Opportunities Policy: The Pre-school Learning Alliance is committed to helping Playgroups provide equality of opportunity for all children and families.  As a member of the P.S.L.A., Compton Accredited Pre-school Playgroup believes that no child, individual or family should be excluded from Playgroup’s activities on the grounds of age, gender, sexuality, class, family status, means, disability, colour, ethnic origin, culture, religion or belief.  We aim to ensure that all who wish to work in, or volunteer to help with, our Playgroup have an equal chance to do so. Playgroup is open to every family in the community.  The waiting list is primarily operated on a first come, first served basis at the discretion of the Committee. Families joining Playgroup are fully aware of its equal opportunities policy. Discriminatory behaviour/remarks are unacceptable in Playgroup. The response will aim to be sensitive to the feelings of the victim(s) and to help those responsible to understand and overcome their prejudices. Playgroup recognises that many different types of family successfully love and care for children. Playgroup offers a flexible payment system for families with differing means. Additional government funding may be available for special needs and those on limited incomes (and for all children age 4+).





Employment: Playgroup will appoint the best person for each job and will treat fairly all applicants for jobs and those appointed. No applicant will be rejected on the grounds of age, gender, sexuality, class, means, family status, disability, colour, ethnic origin, culture, religion or belief. Commitment to implementing the group’s Equal Opportunities Policy will form part of the job description for all workers.





The Curriculum: All children will be respected and their individuality and potential recognised, valued and nurtured.  Activities and the use of play equipment offer children opportunities to develop in an environment free from prejudice and discrimination.  Opportunities will be given to children to explore, acknowledge and value similarities and differences between themselves and others. 





Resources: These will be chosen to give children a balanced view of the world and an appreciation of the rich diversity of our multi-racial society. Materials will be selected to help children to develop their self-respect and to respect other people by avoiding stereotypes and derogatory pictures or messages about any group of people.





Special Needs: Playgroup recognises the wide range of special needs of children and families in their community and will consider what part it will play in meeting these needs. Planning for Playgroup meetings and events will take into account the needs of people with disabilities.





Language: Information, written and spoken, will be clearly communicated in as many languages as necessary. Bilingual/multilingual children and adults are an asset.  They will be valued and their languages recognised and respected in Playgroup.





Food: Medical, cultural and dietary needs will be met.





Meetings: The time, place and conduct of meetings will ensure that all families have an equal opportunity to be involved the running of Playgroup. 


Policy Objectives On Access To Play For Children of all abilities





As a member of the P.S.L.A, Compton Playgroup believes that no child, individual or family should be excluded from Playgroup activities because the child has special needs or disabilities. The curriculum offered by our Playgroup will therefore help all children to be aware of birth, growth and their own development and, within this context, to have an awareness of illness and disability.





Our Playgroup is open to every family in the community.  If a child has a special need or disability, then preparation for their integration into Playgroup will be undertaken by Playgroup supervisor/special needs co-ordinator in consultation with the parents.  Detailed discussion will therefore ensure that specific needs are known and arrangements can be made in advance.





Compton Playgroup recognises that children who have a physical or sensory disability, have severe learning difficulties or communication problems may need one-to-one support.  We will  work with the parent to seek funding for this support and will appoint a Playgroup worker to support the child whilst in Playgroup.  We will ensure that the needs of the child are observed and, in collaboration with parents, will formulate plans to facilitate the child’s learning and monitor its progress. 





After discussion with the child’s parents, any personal care (e.g. changing nappies) will be given in order to ensure the child’s comfort while at Playgroup.  We will record and administer any special diet or medication.  We will make every effort to build upon the experience/expertise of the parents and to work alongside any specialised staff as required.  We will also give staff and volunteers every opportunity to increase their knowledge and skills in order to ensure that these children can fully integrate. 





The safety and insurance arrangements will be reviewed with each individual as necessary. We will take every opportunity to recognise and respect the needs of the parents of a child with special needs so that they are welcomed and supported in the same manner as all other parents and to ensure that all families have an equal opportunity to be involved in the running of Compton Playgroup. These policy objectives were agreed at a meeting held on 16th November 1994.

We are open five weekday mornings from 9.30 to 12.00 noon.  At present our Monday rising fives session is open to children aged 4 and over; sessions on other days are open to both 3 and 4 year olds.  We run a 0 to 2 years toddlers/carer session each Tuesday from 1.00 to 2.30 pm. Term dates closely follow those of Compton Primary School, and Playgroup is closed on Compton CofE Primary school inset days.

Fees


The enrolment fee is £5.00, to be paid with the first bill. This helps cover some of the cost of three parental/child visits to Playgroup. Therafter the fees are: £3.50 per session. Fees are payable for each session of the term booked, whether they are attended or not.  They are paid for each half term in advance.  At least half a term’s notice is needed if you wish to withdraw your child from Playgroup.  If there are any problems in paying, please feel free to approach our Treasurer, or indeed any Committee member in confidence.
