Place the ring that has the two un-joined halves over and at right angles to the other bracelet.
Take a thread and pass it down through the centre of the two crossed bracelets/rings catching
the matching picots as you go. Cross at the bottom over the metal rings and come back up the
other side of the centre again matching and joining the picots as you go. Tie at the top and
make a loop for hanging.
