The following interest in sequins in patterns started off life some years ago when | used them
for a bag | made. | have used them in a mobile, a basket and a box (patterns on web site).
The outer edging of the sequin is now an ‘improved’ version of many experiments and can be
used for any 7/8" (22mm) sequin. If you have sequins with a hole at the side then this is useful
to join into when making following rounds. The first part of the pattern (enclosing the sequin) is
used for all the versions and a number 20 thread is needed. For the outer rounds any size
thread from 20 - 40 (or equivalent by combining two threads) can be used.

Skills required. Knowledge of split rings and a desire to play with beads.
